To STUDENTS

Welcome to the study of Russian! Pa6éma e aydumédpuu (Classroom Activities) will be used to
practice the language with your instructor and fellow students, and should be brought to class
every day. Itis only one element of the Mescdy Hamu program, which also includes an online
textbook (mezhdunami.org) and JomdwHue 3addnusi (Homework Assignments).

As you complete the classroom activities, you should keep the following learning strategies in mind:

1. Read the instructions for each activity carefully and follow the steps as indicated.

2. The instructions often ask you to read Russian sentences aloud. It may seem odd that you
are sometimes asked to read aloud to yourself, but vocalizing is very important in learning a
language. Reading aloud gives you a chance to practice getting your mouth around new
words and phrases. This opportunity for "rehearsal” also means you will have an easier
time using this new material in later conversations.

3. Do not worry about making mistakes when reading aloud; it is natural to have difficulty,
especially when you first encounter new words. The more practice you get connecting
letters with the sounds, the greater success you will have in learning Russian.

4. Work actively on sounding out new words you encounter in the activities. You will be
surprised how many international words you will recognize once you pronounce syllables
aloud.

5. Asyou learn the alphabet in ¥Ypok 1 (Unit 1), you may be tempted to write English letters
over the Russian ones as you sound out new words. You should avoid doing this. Working
directly with the Russian letters (rather than their English equivalents) is crucial as you
learn to read, write and speak.

6. When working in pairs or small groups, use the examples and models provided to guide you
in completing your work. Following the models will allow you to speak mostly Russian in
class from the very beginning of the semester.

Unlike other language textbooks that you may have used, the activities in Mescdy Hamu require you
to pay attention to a storyline. Nearly every activity also requires you to pay attention to the
meaning of new words and phrases, and not just their grammar. To complete many of these
activities you will work in pairs or small groups, evaluating, comparing and analyzing information
from the story line, both in terms of its message, and in terms of how Russian expresses that
message.

Activities are arranged in an order that takes you on a kind of journey. After you read and listen to
a text, the materials guide you from this first encounter with new Russian words and phrases to a
basic understanding of their use in both written and spoken forms. You then move on to carefully
structured activities where you use these new words and phrases to communicate with classmates
and your teacher. Often at that point you will also have an opportunity to do "noticing" activities
that ask you to pay attention to new grammatical forms and work on the meanings they express.
Gradually you will build your ability to use these new language structures on your own.

Some of the activities in this manual have "information-gaps.” For these activities your teacher will
provide you with some information that will not be known to your classmates, while your
classmates will receive information that you will not know. You will need to communicate with one
another in Russian to re-assemble all of the information. You will then be able to present some or
all of that information to the class in Russian, or to use the information you learned to complete
another task.
